Tournament Rules 
                                      

1.  Eligibility ς Only members in good standing of The GLUSBC may compete in this tournament.  To be eligible, you must be 

GLUSBC certified at least one week prior to the start of the tournament and have bowled at least one 700 series for three 

games in a sanctioned league, tournament and your name listed on the qualifying 700 tournament list and one of the 

following:  

 1a) Have a GLUSBC certified book average of 21 games or more in one league from the 2020-2021 GLUSBC season.   

              (includes summer leagues) 

 1b) Have a GLUSBC certified book average of 21 games or more in one league from the 2019-2020 GLUSBC season.   

              (includes summer leagues) 

       1c) Have a current average in the 2021-22 season of 21 games or more from one GLUSBC league.   

                                                  (A complete list of eligible bowlers is posted on www.lorainbowling.net) 

2. Entering average - You must have one of the qualifying averages 1a,1b, or 1c from rule 1 above.  

a. Written verification of current average must be presented before the start of bowling.  

3. AVERAGE ACCURACY - It is each bowler’s responsibility to verify the accuracy of his/her average regardless of who submits it.  

Failure to use the proper average or make corrections prior to the completion of the first game of a series or, if the 

Tournament Manager gives his consent prior to the completion of the first game of a series, within 48 hours after such 

extended consent, shall disqualify the score if the average is lower than his/her true average.  If the submitted average is 

higher than his true average, handicaps will be determined on the application of the higher average.  Except as provided 

herein, no adjustment in average will be made. (USBC Rule 319a-3)   

4. OBVIOUS ERRORS -All errors found in auditing will be corrected.  All claims involving obvious errors must be made within 48 

hours after the score was bowled  

5. TARDY BOWLERS - Bowlers who arrive after the squad has started to bowl must start with the frame then in progress.  No 

frames can be made up.  No blind or absentee scores are permitted 

6. Rule 314 - No Fees Returned after an entry has been received, and the dates assigned by tournament management are not 

refused before preparation of the schedule, except in cases of emergency, and then only if time is available. One ball in 

practice constitutes the start of your tournament. All rules not covered shall be governed by the USBC rule book.  

7. Protests/Appeal - See USBC Rule 329. The decision of the tournament committee shall be final except where an appeal is 

made to the local association. 

8. Rerating of Average ς Tournament director has the right to rerate any bowler’s average. The 10-pin provision of 319A-2 will 

not apply unless otherwise noted.  Bowlers do not need to report winnings in the past 12 months. 

9. MULTIPLE PARTICIPATION – is not Permitted during this tournament. (USBC Rule 315)                              

10. Handicap will be 100%, based off the highest average bowler entering the tournament.   

11. Prize fund - is divided equally between scratch and handicap divisions.  Bowlers are automatically eligible to cash in either 

division; however, they can only cash in one division.  If a bowler shoots a score that would have cashed in both divisions, they 

are paid only for higher payout between the two divisions, Scratch division is priority placing position. Fee Breakdown $13.00 

prize fund $12.00 expense 

12. The top handicap and scratch bowler who are 65 years of age by one week prior to the start or the tournament who does not 

cash for more than $49.99 in the tournament will be awarded a bonus check of $50.00 each. You may only win one division. 

13. One out of every six bowlers will cash.  This is an estimate based on total tournament entries. 

14. Pairings and Lane Assignments ς Pairing will be determined by the tournament director prior to the start of the tournament. 

Lane assignments will be drawn starting one hour prior to start of squad. Tournament Director or his committee may draw 

lanes for any captain/bowler that is not present one hour prior to start of squad. **The tournament committee reserves the 

right to raise/lower max number of bowlers per squad. 

15. Awards will be presented to the winners of the tournament at the GLUSBC Hall of Fame banquet.  Winners will receive a free 

ticket to the banquet (does not include senior division).  The GLUSBC awards one banquet ticket per bowler and season. 

16. Dress Code ς No cut off shirts or tank tops, No Obscene printing on anything. Shirts/blouses must have sleeves (at least 1” in 

length). Shorts should be mid length. Top of shorts/pants must be worn at waist level.  

Disqualification from tournament competition can result for failure to comply. 

17. Tournament director and committee has final say on all rulings and appeals. For any questions call Adam at 440.452.1295
